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I wrote this book in German for electrical technicians, engineers, electricians, engineering students and others who must understand English-language operator manuals.

Often, such manuals are not translated into German so they are available only in English. This creates real problems for people such as supervisors who were taught little or no English in school. They must operate sophisticated, expensive equipment. Serious injuries or even death can result from misunderstanding operating instructions!

The book takes a very practical approach to this problem. It analyzes actual English-language technical texts line by line. All of the nonobvious vocabulary is explained. Important concepts are discussed in depth. After giving the reader an understanding of the meaning of each sentence, he or she is then asked to translate the text. Finally, the book provides a professional translation.

This technique is used to cover entire, typical instruction sheets. These texts deal with commercially-available equipment which electrical technicians and others are likely to use.

The material and explanations are based on a course which I taught for several years to electricians in Munich.
